most important temple in the province, A Royal

| Visit Sukhothai Historical Park

A UNESCO World Heritage City, Sukhothai houses
a vast number of historical sites and temple
ruins. As the first capital of 5iam, the Sukhothai
Kingdom {1238 - 1438) was the cradle of Thai
tivilization — the birthplace of Thai art,
architecture and language. ‘Sukhothai’ means
‘the dawn ol happiness’, and the kingdam did

: enjoy an extended period of peace and

prasperity until it was annexed by the Ayutthaya

| Kingdom. Due 10 its locatian (about 427km north

of Bangkok and sitting relatively in the middle of
nowhere) Sukhothai sees a smaller number of
visitors than its more popular counterpart
Ayutthaya. Sukhothai’s historical sites, however,
are by no means |less splendid. Most historically
significant temple ruins are housed inside the
Sukhcthai Historical Park and nearby 5i
Satchanalai Historical Park, Apart from visiting
the histerical sites, Sukhothai itself is a quiet
rural city where you can still relish the charms of
Thailand's rustic lifestyle.

Rather than molded into a pre-desired
shape, these jewellery pieces are hand-woven into
various designs from tiny strands of silver, The
designs are usually modelled after the relief
patterns found inside Si Saichanalai.

Ceramic art was produced in different parts of
presenl day
Thailand, Sukhothat or Sangkhalok {as named by
the Chinese) ceramics are Lhe mosl impoenant
subgroup, having been produced in a distinel area
and time period (around the timeframe of the
Sukhothai kingdom). However, il seems Lhal
nowadays all ancienlt ceramics of that lime penod
are referred to as Sukhothai or Sangkhalok wares,
further distinction basically made by
archacologists and prelessional collectors.

The kiln sites of the Sukhothai wares have begn
explored and are scaitered over two ain areas;
i.e., the Sukhothai Xilns outside the northern wall
of the ancient city of Sukhothai, and the Si
Salchanalai kilns. One paruicular kiln in Si
Satchanalai has been excavated and is exhibited
as an open air museum, a few km northwest of
the Si Satchanalai archaeologic site
